Extended Kindergarten (school assigned in the Fall – Begins Spring 2013)

· Offered the end of January/beginning of February 

· For students who turn 5 between November 2 and the first day of the Extended Kindergarten program

· Student must be 5 years old to participate

· A developmental program to prepare students for success in Kindergarten

· Students learn social skills and study skills

Preppy Kindergarten (Currently 4 classes at Perry – Begins Fall 2012)
· Also called Transitional Kindergarten which is the first year of a two-year kindergarten program 

· For students who turn five between November 2 and December 2

· For students whose birthday falls between July 1 and November 1 who may need the gift of time before starting kindergarten

· A developmental program based on kindergarten standards-based academic program

· A year of preparation for students to have optimal success in kindergarten the following year
